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On September 4, 2024, 1 out of 1 (100%) identified domestic violence programs in the Northern Mariana
Islands participated in a national count of domestic violence services conducted by the National Network
to End Domestic Violence (NNEDV). During the 24-hour survey period, participating programs served 53
victims and shared the following additional information.
