Overview

Safehouse of Shelby County has been designated for hurricane evacuees for the ACADV member programs in the event of a shelter evacuation.

In the event that a shelter evacuates, the 1-800 # will be rerouted to the Crisis Line in Huntsville 256-716-4052 until the hurricane has passed and shelter staff have returned.

Procedures

In the event of a hurricane and a possible mandatory evacuation declaration, shelters in the affected areas should follow their own evacuation procedures and contact Lillian Zaworski at the ACADV office 334-832-4842 or her cell phone 334-549-4647. She will then make any contacts necessary to inform Safehouse of the number of women, children, and staff that will be using the facilities. The use of these facilities is strictly voluntary and not mandated in any way.

Storage

Pre-hurricane preparedness kits or supplies are available, but limited. Things to store would be sheets, children’s toys, feminine products, and other toiletry items.
