What is ‘Roundtable’?
‘Roundtable’ refers to a series of events that NNEDV hosts annually for the DV and Dual coalitions.  Events that ‘Roundtable’ includes are:

· Annual Roundtable 
What is the Annual Meeting?  
The Annual Meeting is an event open to NNEDV’s coalition members and members of the board of directors. While funders, national partners or other invited guests may attend the general Roundtable conference, the annual meeting is closed to outside guests.  During this time, NNEDV presents to information to the membership about the organization and the previous year’s activities.  NNEDV also invites discussion and feedback from the membership.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]What is the 2-day Roundtable event?  
Each year, NNEDV convenes its 56 state/territory member coalitions to engage in conversations around emerging issues in the field.  The event is designed to provide a rich peer-to-peer learning environment with selected speakers and national partners requested by the membership.  This event is structured to build support among member coalitions, provide skill building opportunities and give coalition leaders the chance to step back and reflect on important issues.
Who attends Roundtable?
 Coalition ED’s typically attend this event, but many coalitions bring additional staff members as well.  
How are the topics and speakers identified?
Throughout the year, NNEDV staff compiles topics of interest from conversations, technical assistance requests and frequently discussed topics on the list serves. In addition, NNEDV works closely with the Program Committee for additional feedback and suggestions.  The last step for building the agenda is the survey that goes out to all member coalitions. 
Who typically speaks at Roundtable?  
NNEDV has prioritized the Roundtable event to have peer-led discussions and presentations so there is ample time to learn from one another. Additionally, we invite you to suggest other speakers or presenters to discuss specific topics in the survey. 
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
