Department of Justice																
· Office on Victims of Crime (OVC) – administered VOCA funds.  The fund is comprised of money realized through fees assigned to federal criminals.  The fund has around $8 million but is capped (or the annual amount authorized for release to fund VOCA grants) at less than $1 million.  VOCA funds provide direct services for all crime victims through non-profits and governmental organizations.

· Family Violence Prevention and Services Act Office  (FVPSA) – Marylouise Kelly is the Director, team includes Ken Noyes, Shawndell Dawson, and  Edna James.  FVPSA funds basic direct services for domestic violence victims; a ton of research into best practices; culturally specific institutes and initiatives; and other initiatives. Coalitions
· There are 56 state and territorial coalitions linked to NNEDV.  These are either single issue (domestic violence) or dual (domestic violence and sexual assault) coalitions.  There is a whole separate system that mirrors the dv system for sexual assault coalitions.
· The coalitions are all non-profits with boards.  A little more than 50% of the coalitions have boards comprised of a mix of member program directors and outsider board members.  These are called “mixed boards”.  The rest have boards comprised solely of member program directors.
