The Pet Security Deposit is in addition to rental payments and should not be substituted   for unpaid rent. Owner will hold the Pet Security Deposit until the end of the tenancy.   The Pet Security Deposit remains the Tenant’s money. 

The Pet Security Deposit may be used by the Owner after the tenancy has ended to repair damage to the residence cause by the pet(s).  The Owner will provide Tenant with a list of items for which the Tenant is being charged and return the balance of the Pet Security Deposit.  If there is no damage to the residence caused by the pet(s) the Pet Security Deposit will be returned in its entirety. 

If Tenant is found to be violating any of the Pet Rules or if it comes to the Owner’s attention that the pet is causing excessive damage to the residence, permission for Tennant to have a pet may be revoked after one written warning.  If permission is revoked the Pet Security Deposit will be used as described above, as if the tenancy has ended.
