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Project Director Prevention

Full-time Exempt Position

The Prevention Project Director is a senior leadership position within the Alaska Network on Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault.  The position is responsible for the overall leadership of the statewide prevention planning and project implementation as well as a major contributor to achieving the ANDVSA five year strategic plan.  This position is based in Juneau, AK and requires approximately 40% in-state and national travel. The Prevention Program Director is supervised by the Executive Director.

 Major Areas of Responsibility

Provide substantial leadership on statewide prevention planning and programming.

· Facilitate and manage the State-wide prevention steering committee.

· Convene regular meetings and workgroups with key stakeholders and partners.

· Coordinate with State partners – specifically the Council on Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault, Division of Public Health, and Department of Education – to implement and support multiple prevention strategies.
Ensure the provision of technical assistance to stakeholders engaged in prevention work.

· Track requests and provision of assistance to communities and Network member programs.

· Supervise prevention project staff to support communities and provide technical assistance.

· Ensure technical assistance and site visits are documented and shared with communities and programs. 

· Evaluate, analyze, compile and disseminate project results in a range of settings including: legislative brown bags; conference proceedings; internal ANDVSA presentations; state-wide training and workshops.
Oversee project development and management.

· Provide overall leadership and guidance to the prevention project design, implementation, and evaluation.

· Ensure proper and timely grant and project reporting.

· Maintain compliance with all funding sources.

· Actively seek out funding opportunities that fit within the ANDVSA and Prevention Project strategic plans.

· In collaboration with other project directors, develop sub-grantee and partnership guidelines.
Inform and monitor implementation of the ANDVSA strategic plan.

· Identify and track measureable indicators to track implementation of ANDVSA strategic plan.

· Ensure that ANDVSA member programs are aware of prevention goals and strategies relative to the ANDVSA strategic plan.

· Maintain a clear understanding of the intersections amongst the ANDVSA strategic plan, the State of Alaska Statewide prevention plan, and the CDVSA strategic plans in order to maximize statewide efforts and funding.
Perform other Project Director duties as assigned by Executive Director.
