WomensLaw is made up of two interconnected parts: 

· Our secure, interactive Email Hotline: Where victims, their advocates, and their loved ones go for legal information, referrals and one-on-one support (the first-ever national email hotline of its kind).  The Email Hotline is available in English or Spanish.

· Our WomensLaw.org website – constantly updated and ever-expanding:  Vital state-specific “plain language” legal information, federal legal information, non-legal information about safety planning and abuse, and contact information for legal and non-legal organizations in 54 states and territories.  Much of the website is also in Spanish. 

We provide comprehensive survivor-centered information and resources to victims 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. “This is a wonderful resource for women.”

In the past four years (May 2012 – May 2016), 5,495,963 individuals have utilized WomensLaw.org. 

The WomensLaw.org website is visited by more than 1.5 million unique users annually.  Often, victims who have to go to court pro se rely on WomensLaw.org to help them understand the laws that will apply to their court case. 

The Email Hotline helps more than 3,000 people per year.  Out of the thousands of emails received each year, hundreds of them are from victims who cannot physically go to a local program for help and so they reach out through the Email Hotline.  We fill the need for individualized – and free – crisis support, referrals to comprehensive services (like shelter or counseling), and legal information specific to the victim’s state and situation.  

In the past five years (through 12/31/15), we have directly helped 14,767 through the Email Hotline.
