Coalition Board Size
Summary of Results: The largest proportion (49%) of coalitions had between 11-15 seats. The next largest proportion was closely split between 16+ board size (28%) and a board size between 6-10 seats. Board Representation of DV/SA Programs
Summary of Results: The majority of coalitions (22 of 39) reported that they had at least a 51% representation of DV and/or SA programs on their board.  About a third of coalitions (13 of 39) indicated that they had between 26%-50% representation of DV and/or SA programs on their board and a small proportion (4 of 39) reported less than 25% representation of DV and/or SA programs on their board. Because the question did not specify this detail, it is not known if respondents reported the representation of DV and/or SA programs currently on the Board or if there are allocated seats for DV and/or SA programs.  It was also not asked or specified if the DV and/or SA programs identified are member programs of the coalition or not. Below you will find the total percentage of coalitions in the bar, as well as the total number of coalitions in the y axis that identified the percentage of DV and/or SA programs on their board. On the next page, you will also find a list by state/territory with the percentage of board representation of DV and/or SA programs for each coalition.

Coalition Board Seat Allocation
Summary of Results: The largest proportion of coalitions (39%) had Member Programs seats allocated on their board with the next largest proportion having Community Member seats allocated (26%).  Smaller proportions of coalitions had seats allocated on their board for Survivors (13%), At-Large Members (9%), and Government Officials (4%).  Some coalitions reported that they had ‘Other’ board member categories with seats allocated on their board (9%), which was not specified further on this survey. Coalition Program Membership

Summary of Results: The majority of respondents (86%) stated that the coalition had stand-alone DV Programs members, with the next largest proportion (76%) with Dual DV/SA Program members. Only 36% of respondents reported that they had stand-alone SA Programs as members, which may have skewed the results since the respondents to this question were a mixture of DV only (61%) and Dual Coalitions (39%).
