-The Order explicitly states that that nothing in the order precludes or exempts a person from complying with the terms of a Domestic Violence Protective Order, so Defendants subject to a DVPO cannot use the Stay At Home order as a rationale or justification for returning to a home or other place they are ordered not to be present
